Our goal is to explore and ride the many scenic roads of our 
beautiful country as a family.  The Pony Express M.C. rekindles the magic of the 
original Pony Express of yesteryear.  The re-birth of the new Pony Express began 
on September 17, 2000, with 12 members with all the same ideas in mind, to help 
those who need our help.  We help deliver Turkeys and Toys during Christmas and 
Thanksgiving and help raise money for missing children.  Even though the saddled 
horses are now replaced with iron and steel, the riders of the Pony Express 
Motorcycle Club are like their counterparts, Proud hard working Americans making 
a difference in our jobs and communities. 
 
Any activities performed or sponsored by the Pony Express M.C. will be lawful.  
Each member, while wearing Pony Express colors or participating in Pony Express 
M.C. connected events such as meetings, rides or any other activities, will display 
and maintain a conduct of courtesy and respect towards fellow members and 
others outside of Pony Express M.C..  All members shall obey all traffic rules 
while participating in Pony Express M.C. connected events.  All members should 
make a conscious effort to promote drug and alcohol free motorcycle riding in the 
interest of safety and the integrity of the club. 
 
Membership conduct will be defined in the By-laws being adjunct to this charter.  
Each member will receive a copy of the charter and By-Laws and will be required 
to affirm compliance by signature.  Failure to comply with the Charter and/or By-
laws as set forth may result in penalties or in termination of membership, 
accordance with the stipulation of the By-Laws. 
 
 
 



 
 
 
 
 
 
 
ARTICLE I - - GENERAL 
 

A. The By-Laws have been written as an adjunct to the Charter.  Proper conduct of club business, receiving 
and disbursement of club funds, and all membership activities and procedures shall be guided by these By-
Laws in support of the club Charter. 

B. The club may be AMA or Abate sanctioned when all AMA and Abate Pre-requisites are met, to be decided 
annually according to current financial or other standings.  The board will vote at that time. 

 
ARTICLE II - - MEMBERSHIP QUALIFICATIONS AND ENROLLMENT 
 
     II-I    New Full Membership 
 

A. All prospects shall be licensed or at least have a valid permit.  In the event of any extenuating 
circumstances, the disciplinary committee shall be fully informed.  The motorcycle must be in good 
operating condition and properly registered and insured according to the applicable State Motor 
Vehicle Department. 

B. All prospects within a reasonable period of time, determined by the Board, must attend four meetings 
and participate in six rides to be eligible for full membership. 

C. All prospects must pledge to uphold the Charter and By-Laws. 
D. During this evaluation period, all prospects are ineligible to vote, obtain or wear colors.  After 

completion of the probationary period, prospects will be voted in as full members by a majority 
membership vote of those in attendance 

E. In order for a prospect to be given credit for a ride, he/she must have 3 full members participating as 
well. 

 
     II-II    Full Member Sign-Up 
 

A. At the time of sign up, prospects will receive a copy of the Club Charter, Club By-Laws, and all related 
riding articles that the club has deemed to be important literature.  After having been given the 
opportunity to review the Charter and By-Laws, they will be required to pay $25.00, which covers their 
first two months of dues.  This fee is nonrefundable in the event the prospect does not join the club 
for any reason at the end of their probationary period.   

  



   
 
 
 
 
 
 
ARTICLE III – MEMBERSHIP DUES / APPLICATION FEES 
 
     III-I    Dues 
 

A. Full membership dues will be set at $75.00 per year.  In addition to the annual membership dues, there 
will be a one-time application fee at the time of membership induction of $60.00, which includes one 
large back patch and one small patch both depicting the club colors.  The membership dues are subject 
to change annually if deemed necessary by a vote by the members.  The one-time application fee may be 
changed by the board without further notice to the club to reflect any increased costs in purchasing 
new sets of colors.  After completing any probationary period, the remaining yearly dues owed will be 
paid immediately along with the one-time application fee in order to obtain and wear colors. 

 
    III-II    Membership Renewals 
 

A. Dues will be paid on a yearly basis.  Members are to renew their annual membership by completing and 
submitting their renewal package of documents along with their membership fees by the date of the 
April meeting.  If dues are not paid by the date of the May meeting, the status of the delinquent 
member will be reviewed and determined by the Board.
